A Special meeting is called to pass proposed changes to the Trust Deed, which will be passed before the AGM so that the changes can be implemented at the AGM
There are two sets of changes, which are in the attached document:

Firstly  Clause 3 Purposes
replacing “Hamilton” with “Waikato” in clauses a), b), and e), of our purposes to reflect our regional influence, and in clause c) changing Community Environmental Programme to Waikato Environment Centre Trust.

Secondly Clause 6 Members of the Board
At present our Board members are only nominated for one year, and there is a limit of 3 years, which does not provide well for continuity or succession.

The Trust proposes that board members are elected for a 3 year term, resigning at the end of the term but eligible for re-election. Initially the board will need to decide which 3 members retire in 2013 and subsequent years to ensure a roll-over and continuity.
