2. Visual audit to gain round figure of what is being produced 
– determine methodology with help from partners. Use university group, training with Xtreme Waste.

3. Undertake survey out to all outlets (survey to be piloted first)  to determine willingness to buy into organic collection, range of cost, barriers.
4. Examine the possibility of working with Waikatolink at Innovation Park– possible commercial opportunities, locally and regionally.

5. Fortnightly report to the Waikato Environment Centre manager.

6. Write report outlining recommendations.
